As a member-based organization, we also focus on the pro-
motion of our member groups and their events through
our E-newsletter and sharing social media posts. Member
groups have the opportunity for consultation and profes-
sional development through yearly meetings.

Here are some of our success over the past fiscal year:

Culture in the Kitchen cooked food with groups from Ja-
pan, the Netherlands, and with Youth.

We offered a German and Métis reading with Saskatch-
ewan authors Miriam Koerner, Elena Bentley, and Wilfred
Burton.

Our Immigration Stories collection grew by three new sto-
ries. You can find them printed in the Postillion or online
on our website.

Two new podcasts we recorded, one about the Kochloeffel
& Nudelholz with Franziska Davies-Perret and one with the
U of S Chancellor Grit McCreath.

We offered the online Advent Calendar with the focus on
German-Canadian Musical Connections. Winners received
prize packages sponsored by Gingerbread World and by
the German Consulate in Vancouver.

Our partnership with Nutrien Wonderhub and the Kultur-
Garten continued, and more children got to see a tradi-
tional Advent wreath and learned about its cultural signifi-
cance.

A public lecture by Ken Dahl was held about Germans in
Saskatchewan between 1900 and 1980.

The office organized the Annual Family Fun Day to cele-
brate Canadian Multiculturalism Day.

A new partnership was established with the Remai Mod-
ern Museum, offering a German/English art tour and art-
making.

Volunteers participated in the Cathedral Village Arts Festi-
val in Regina, as well as the Folkfest and Heritage Festival
in Saskatoon, to further SGC outreach.

And finally, we offered two University language scholar-
ships, held Goethe-Institute Exams, and completed sev-
eral translation projects and notarizations.

All of these services, programs and projects touch on core
elements from our Strategic Plan: traditional and modern
German Culture, Language, Youth, Online Programming,
History, Arts, Truth and Reconciliation, and Diversity.

We are thankful for the support of our sponsors, our vol-
unteers, the Board of Directors, and the staff in the office.

Saskatchewan German Culture Assistance Fund (SGCAF)

SGC’s charity, the Saskatchewan Ger-
man Culture Assistance Fund (SGCAF)
preserves and promotes German cul-
ture, traditions, language and educa-
tion. Every June the SGCAF provides
two annual awards of $500 each for
high school students finishing Ger-
man 20 or 30in Saskatchewan. Eligible
students have to acquire or maintain
German language in Saskatchewan.

The award winners are chosen based
on their volunteering & (German) cul-
tural involvement in the community,
plans for post-secondary education
and German education at a post-
secondary level, as well as academic
achievements.

In 2024, the SGC awarded two awards
to recipients Sabine Wagner and Sara
Pelletier. Both students studied Ger-
man at the German Language School
Saskatoon.

Sabine has German roots, but the lan-
guage was lost in her family after gen-
erations in Canada. She first started
learning the language to reconnect
with that part of her history. Sabine
embarked on a high school exchange
to Germany where she has seen how
many benefits come alongside learn-
ing another language.
